No matter whose child you are, you are a                

blessing. The miracle of your  

existence is a gift from God. 

Today we remember the special relationships 

that exist among family members. We                     

celebrated with family and friends on                

Christmas, but now, in the days after, we look 

to the Holy Family as an example for our 

households, and we thank God for the family 

we have received. 

One of the stories we remember today is about 

Abraham’s family.
